Some of the key takeaways included:

increase the value of your business.

® Brand names that are creative and unique generally have stronger protection and
greater value.

® Businesses should also seriously consider copyright notice and protection in all of
their key content, such as publications, articles, blogs, videos, advertisements,
brochures, web materials, and photos.
